Although he can
till see and hear, a grenade has blown away his nose, his ears, histeeth, and his cheeks, leaving him
faceless. Hiding his ghastly wounds with bandages and awhite silk scarf, Francis welcomes the anonymity
his mutilation brings him, for he has returned to his hometown with a secret mission--a plot for revenge

Cormier takes the notion of heroism and
deconstructs it. The hero is epitomized by Francis: awhite scarf, no more than a veneer, hiding an appalling
reality of hypocrisy and betrayal. The thread of Catholicism iswoven throughout the narrative. Characters
are not absolutes, but capable of great and evil acts. This lean, compelling read may not rank among the most
popular of Cormier's works, but it is apowerful and thought-provoking study.
